B Overview of Bivalent Vaccinations for the Omicron Variant

« Eligibility Those 12 or older who have received their initial vaccination(s)
(first or second dose)
Note: Individuals receiving their third to fifth dose are eligible.

*Vaccine Information Bivalent vaccine for Omicron variant (BA.1) and conventional variants
(Pfizer vaccine or Moderna vaccine)
Note: In principle, conventional COVID-19 vaccines will not be used.

B Vaccination Vouchers

Those eligible for their fifth vaccine will usually be sent their vaccine voucher, together with
a pre-vaccination questionnaire and other documents, in the month prior to the month in
which they can be vaccinated.

If you are eligible for your third or fourth vaccine and have already been sent the voucher for
it, you can simply use that voucher. If you have lost your voucher, you may ask for a new one
by mail or on our website (QR code to the right).
